Brain Injury
The topic of brain injury is often am-
biguous. Brain injuries can be broken 
down into two categories: Traumatic 
and Non-traumatic. Most non-traumat-
ic brain injuries come in the form of a 
stroke. Strokes are either hemorrhagic,
ischemic, or embolic. Ruptured aneu-
rysms or arterial venous malformations 
are a classic examples of a hemorrhag-
ic stroke.

The age at which aneurysms rupture 
varies. Unfortunately, screening for 
aneurysms is not considered standard 
care at this time.

In addition to this, I have found that 
little knowledge and resources exists 
for stroke survivors. As a neurorehab 
specialist it is not uncommon for me to 
encounter patients who are being un-
dertreated regarding the neurologic and 
physical complications of their stroke. 
Many patients, therapists, nurses, and 
even physicians are unaware of new 
treatment options available for their pa-
tients.

Recovering from a ruptured aneurysm 
is a difficult and long process. It re-
quires an expertly trained team of phy-
sicians, nurses, therapists, and other 
ancillary staff. I am glad to be a part of 
The Missy Project and will do my best 
to help both the patients and the fami-
lies who have suffered from a ruptured 
aneurysm.
